and 29 of the Abkari Act I of 1077, the Govemment of [erala hereby make the

following fules firrther to amend the Foreign Liquor Rules issued under

Notificatiop No. SR 4-1859/52lRD dated 17t January, 1953 and published in the

Travancorc - Cochin Gazette Extraordinary No. 2 dated 1/ January, 1953,

namely:- i

RULES

I .Short title and commencement.- ( I ) These rules may be called the Foreign

Liquor (7d Amendment), Rutes, 2014.

(2) They shall come into force at once. .

2. Ameltdment of the Riles .-.ln the Foreign Liquor Rules,-

(1) under rule 13, after sub-rule( I I A),the fotlowing sub-rule shall be

inserted, namely:
"Ol B) Notwithstanding anything contained in sub -rule (ll), a licence

in Form FL I I shall be issued by the Deputy Commissioner of Excise to hotel

where an FL-3 licence granted was in force as on 31"' March 2014, on request

by the licinsee. The licence unddr this sub-rule shall be issued subject to the

fotlowing lconditions: -

(a) thQ licensee shall not treat the licence granted dnder this sub-rule as a

renewal d ru-f licenie in his name. The FL-3 licence granted to him earlier

shall be dbemed to be an FL-l1 licence for the purpose of th'e issuance of

licence under this sub -rule and the licence issued under this sub-rule shall be

deemed to be renewal of the same.

(b) the licence shall be subject to all the conditions sripulated under an FL

I I licence issued under these rules.

(c) there shall not be any change in the nature, contenr or scope with respect

to the lioence or the liceised premises.

(d) the licensee shall employ all the workers who were in his employment in

the hotel as on 31.'March 20t4.

(e) the licensed premises shall satisfy rhe standards of hygiene, which shall be

cenifiedrby the Deputy Commissioner of Excise concerned. "

(2)in Form FLI l,-

(i) after the opening paragraph, the following paragraph shall be added,

namely:-

" The Deputy Commissioner of Excise........ under the provisions

of Abkari Act I of 1077, and of the rules made hereby licence you to

vend beer/wine at the premises of the hotel -where the FL-3 licence granted was

in tbrce as on 31"' March 2014, subject to the following conditions and

stipulations to be observed by the licensee-

( strike off whichever is not applicable)"

(ii)towards the end, in the signature portion, afrer the words,

" Excise Commissioner", the symbol and words

"/ Deputy Excise Commissioner" shall be inserted.

Governraent vide C.O.(Ms.) No. 139/2014/TD dated 22d August 2014 declared

its Abkari policy for the year 20 14- 15. As per the Policy, the granr of FL3 licence

has been bonfined to hotels having five star and above classifications. . While

implemeniing the above Policy, having taken into consideration the observations

made by the Hon'ble High Court, issues relating to tourism sector and

rehabilitation of the unemployed workers the Covemment vide C.O.(Ms.)

No.205/2014/TD dated 20$ December 2014 have decided to grant FL-ll
(BeerAVirp Parlour) Licence to hotels satisfing the standards of hygiene and

where FL 3 liience granted was in. force as on 3l't March 2014 subject to the

condition fhat the licensee shall provide employment to the employees who were

under his cmployment as on 31" March 2014. The Foreign Liquor Rules needs to

be amendqd for the purpose.
